Submission of Tissues to Pathologist
We suggest that a pathologist evaluate practically all masses that we remove.   The pathologist will usually take extremely thin sections (usually only 1 or 2 cell layers thick) of the tissue and look at them under a microscope.  Based on the types of cells that are present, the pathologist can tell us such things as to whether the mass is malignant, possible causes of the mass, if it appears that we left behind any residual tissue that needs removal, and give us information as to whether further treatment is necessary.  Unless noted otherwise, the cost of the mass(es) to a pathologist is $75.00.
