Explanations of Anesthesia Options
Injectable anesthesia

· Available as an option for routine spay/neuter and declaw surgeries only unless approved by veterinarian.

· Given as a single injection of an anesthetic, sedative, and pain medication into the thigh muscle.

· Pros:
Cost, safe for most young cats

Cons:
If there are any underlying health problems, known or unknown, risk of anesthesia complications increases.  Brief discomfort associated with injection.  Requires an overnight stay.

Gas anesthesia

· Available as an option for all surgeries.

· Given via face mask or endotracheal tube depending on the surgery.

· Pros:
Much safer, lower risk of anesthesia complications.  Does not require an overnight stay for minor 
surgeries.

Cons:
Cost

Pre-anesthetic blood work

· Required on all cats over 10 years of age, available as an option for all younger cats.

· Is used to check general health status and safety of anesthesia.  Based on results, additional precautions may be required during surgery for the safety of your cat.

· Not equivalent to a full blood work panel.

· Consists of liver enzymes, kidney enzymes, blood total protein, and red blood cell percentage (PCV).
Intubation

· Required on all dentals, and advanced surgeries at the discretion of the doctor.  Option for all surgeries.

· Consists of placing an endotracheal tube into the airway for greater control over breathing.

· Allows for artificial respiration in the even of respiratory distress or arrest.

IV catheter placement with or without fluid therapy

· Required on advanced surgeries at the discretion of the doctor.  Available as an option for all surgeries.

· IV catheter placement allows for instant venous access in the event of an anesthetic complication.

· Fluid therapy helps to protect the kidneys and keep blood pressure levels up to prevent tissue damage during surgery.

Electrocardiogram (ECG)
· Required on advanced surgeries at the discretion of the doctor.  Available as an option for all surgeries.

· Measures the electrical activity of the heart during surgery to alert of any cardiac complications.

Pulse Oximetry (SPO2)
· Required on advanced surgeries at the discretion of the doctor.  Available as an option for all surgeries.

· Monitors the amount of oxygen in the bloodstream.  Alerts of any breathing difficulties.

· Also monitors heart rate.

Core Body Temperature

· Required on advanced surgeries at the discretion of the doctor.  Available as an option for all surgeries.

· Monitors the body temperature during surgery.

Blood Pressure

· Available as an option for all surgeries.

· Monitors the blood pressure during surgery.

Respirations
· Required on advanced surgeries at the discretion of the doctor.  Available as an option for all surgeries.

· Monitors the breathing rate and depth during surgery.

· Requires intubation.
